What can the RTR500BW do?

The RTR500BW is a Base Unit equipped with wired and wireless LAN func-
tionality. Measurement data gathered via wireless communication from
target Remote Units can be automatically uploaded to our cloud storage
service “T&D WebStorage Service”. Remote monitoring, warning monitor-
ing and device settings can also be carried out via the cloud service.

Also equipped with Bluetooth® and USB functions, it can be set on either a
smartphone or a PC.
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This document describes basic settings and simple operations for using the RTR500BW with
our cloud-based “T&D WebStorage Service”. If you choose not to use “T&D WebStorage Service”,
please consider using “T&D Data Server". For details of functions and operations, please
see the RTR500B Series Help.
